& After School Program 

884-1044 

The Red Shield's Mission is to provide a safe environ-

ment for children to grow mentally and physically while 

developing social and educational skills.  Our goal is 

change the community "one 

child at a time" through the 

love and attention of the staff 

employed at the center. 

 

Transportation is provided to 

and from area schools.  Part-

nering with Care and Share's 

Kids Café, the children get 

healthy snacks and meals and 

learn about nutrition. 

 

After school, they work with homework tutors and have a 

daily reading schedule.  After homework is done, the 

kids can play in our gym, make works of art in the craft 

room, hang out with friends in the Lounge or use the 

internet in the Linkinõ Lab. 

 

The center also offers special classes in anti-bullying, 

problem solving, time management and success at 

school.  The center is licensed for the care of 44 chil-

dren and includes a fulltime day camp in the summer. 

 

Fresh Start  

922 Yuma St., 635-1287 

Fresh Start is a transitional housing and self sufficiency 

program for families with children. Families, most often 

single parent families, commit to a two year program 

developing the skills and tools to be successful in the 

community.  Each resident works closely with a case-

worker to develop goals that will lead to success.   

 

Self esteem is a vital part of any families success, so 

Fresh Start features a Self Esteem Center with state of 

the art exercise equipment. This allows each individual 

the ability to improve their health, body image, reduce 

stress, develop discipline and encourage each other in 

the program. Fresh Start has 13 apartment units. 

 

New Beginnings

New Beginnings is much like the two year Fresh Start 

program, but for singles.  Residents attend Life Skills 

classes and are encouraged to utilize other programs to 

enhance their success. This 15 person residential pro-

gram also has access to the Self Esteem Center.

The Salvation Army New Hope Center is Colorado Springsõ 

only 24/7 emergency shelter.  It can house and feed up to 

210 residents per night.  Residents receive a warm place 

to sleep, meals and shower and laundry facilities where 

all necessary provisions are supplied.  

 

The Center also collaborates with The City of Colorado 

Springs, serving as first-call shelter in their cold weather 

emergency plan. 

 

The Childrenõs Discovery 

Center (CDC) is a place 

where New Hope 

residents can be with 

their children for a 

positive, bonding family 

experience. The Center is 

set up to prevent 

interruption of a childõs 

physical, social, 

emotional, and cognitive development while the family is 

in crisis.  The CDC also provides childcare so parents can 

go to work, job interviews or attend medical 

appointments.   

 

Hope House is an extension of The New Hope Center 

offering a two-year residential program for men 

transitioning out of the shelter. 

 

Family Services

Family Services is an emergency services program that 

assists approximately 200 families per month with 

emergency food, rent and utilities. 

 

A caseworker also meets with 

clients to determine what 

additional services might be 

helpful and can  refer them to a 

variety of services in and out of 

The Salvation Army.  Christmas 

assistance and distribution is 

also donor by Family Services, 

partnering with Christmas 

Unlimited to connect those in 

need with the help they seek.

Meals served: 22,065 

Every weekday of the year, 

including holidays, The 

Soup Run loads 200 meals 

into The Salvation Army 

canteen and drives to a 

parking lot near Colorado 

Ave. & Spruce.  Awaiting the 

team of volunteers and 

staff are some of our com-

munityõs hungriest citizens.  

Every  ounce of food is 

served until the cupboards are literally bare ð for many 

this is the dayõs only meal.  This is a volunteer powered 

program, and those who give their time find it a  shock-

ing and life-changing experience.
